Step 1: Creating the Santa Fe SD45 5703 Folder 

Copy and paste the folder named Santa Fe SD45 5703, found in this download, into the MSTS Trainset folder found under:  

Program Files/Microsoft Games/Train Simulator/TRAINS/TRAINSET
Step 2:  Importing the original Streamlines SD45-2 shape file

You will have to copy and paste the shape file named, SF_SD45_2_5683.s, into the Santa Fe SD45 5703 folder you created above in step 1.  This shape file comes in the Streamlines Santa Fe Engine Pack Volume 1.  The location of this shape will be found under:
Program Files/Microsoft Games/Train Simulator/TRAINS/TRAINSET/SLI.ATSF
Step 3:  Potential Issues

We hope you enjoy this Santa Fe Bicentennial SD45.  To celebrate the nation’s bicentennial in 1976, the Santa Fe painted five SD45-2’s into this striking paint scheme.  The fleet were numbered 5703-5704.  These locomotives were most often found leading the fast freight Super-C.  Starting in 1977, the five Bicentennial locomotives were repainted into the standard freight blue and yellow paint scheme.  The last locomotive, #5704, was repainted in 1978, thus ending the short lived Bicentennial paint period on the Santa Fe.
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
